Thought for the week… 

In the gospel reading for this Sunday Jesus is teaching about servant 
leadership, an important concept for our own church leaders at all 
levels of the establishment, but also for each of us at our own level 
of personal discipleship.  Servant leadership is not about letting go, 
being wimpy or seeking to be all things to all people – standing for 
anything, but it is about holding in care all who are entrusted to 
each of us and seeking to work together for the good of all.  It is 
about humbly getting on with God’s work without blowing our own 
trumpet, and simply serving. 
 

Of course it is not just the church which does that.  We saw throughout the covid pandemic how 
those working in the NHS and elsewhere gave sacrificially of themselves -  powerful examples of 
people in public life who have put self last and others first.  As Christians we are called to emulate 
that example of service which acts without counting the cost – not something that is very popular or 
encouraged in contemporary society. 
 

A scholar has written: ‘our Christian  greatness lies not in ourselves but in the greatness of the one 
whom we represent, in whose name we come’.  Jesus’ disciples – then and now – are to bring Jesus’ 
love and compassion and offer of eternal life to all around, whatever the personal cost and by 
glorying God, not ourselves.
